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MINUTES
REGULAR MEEETING, SHALER TOWNSHIP
BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

TUESDAY, AUGUST 9, 2016
The meeting was called to order at approximately 7:00 P.M. by the Chairman David Shutter.  Following a prayer by Commissioner Cross and the Pledge of Allegiance, the Chairman asked the Secretary to call the roll as follows:

The Chairman announced that an Executive Session of the Board of Commissioners of Shaler Township occurred July 12 and this evening at 5:30 p.m. where the following topics were discussed: Employment and personnel matters, contracts and policies, an update on potential litigation; and agency business which if conducted in public would violate a lawful privilege or lead to the disclosure of confidential information.  Mr. Stone said he was present for the sessions and they were absolutely necessary and were in full compliance with the Pennsylvania 
Sunshine Act.

Approval of Minutes

The first item of business was the possible approval of the Regular Meeting Minutes of the Board of Commissioners held Tuesday, July 12, 2016.  Mr. Boyle moved, seconded by Mrs. Fisher that the Minutes of the Regular Meeting Minutes of July 12, 2016 be approved as received by each Commissioner. The motion was carried.  

Planning Commission:   

The next item of business was the Planning Commission minutes.  Mr. Piekarski was present for any questions on the Planning Commission minutes. Mr. Rogers inquired if there were any outstanding issues on the Peace Site Development.  Mr. Piekarski stated that there were no issues on the development.  
Engineers Report:  Mr. Matthew Sebastian


The Chairman recognized Mr. Sebastian who commented briefly on the Engineers report. 

· Fall Run Park
· Gateway continued the overall project design and permitting. Meetings have been arranged with the Allegheny County Conservation District and DEP to move the permitting process along as efficiently as possible.
· Sanitary and Storm Sewer
· Bids were opened for the annual NHCOG Sewer Rehabilitation contract.  Unit prices on most of the contract sections were lower than last year’s prices.  The COG engineers will continue to refine the contract and specifications in the coming years in an effort to attract more bidders and maintain a competitive bidding process. 
· The long and difficult storm sewer repair project at the intersection of Wallace, Locust Ridge, and Elbe is nearly completed and the intersection has been re-opened.  Additional guiderail will be installed at the intersection and we are awaiting the delivery of a field grate to finish off the new detention pond outflow structure, but the intersection and drainage system are fully functional.
· I attended a 3 day NASSCO training course and am now NASSCO certified for various CCTV evaluations.  This should provide better efficiency in CCTV review and identifying sanitary sewer repair work.
· Letters of Interest were submitted for the newly available ALCOSAN GROW program grants.  Four major lining projects were identified as qualifying projects.  The projects are estimated to cost about $1.4 million total.  If full funding is awarded, ALCOSAN would provide about $1.2 million to complete the projects.

· Road Paving
· Youngblood Paving continued to work through the 2016 Paving Program.  To date, Koehler Street, Rebecca Street, Erin Street, DeAngelo Drive, Marzolf Road, Argonne Avenue, Grover Avenue, Glen Malcolm Drive, Glen Scott Drive, Rosebriar Avenue, and Rosebriar Drive have been completed.
· Line striping will be completed on all applicable roads at the same time.  As a result of this, some roads (including Kenneth Drive, which was repaired under a separate contract) will not have any striping for approximately another month at a minimum.
Mr. Sebastian met with a Penndot representative and the contractor regarding the paving work and to discuss drainage issues on Butler Plank Road and Kleber Road.  Folino Paving, the contractor is working a 24-hour crew on this project and it was worked out that they perform their work away from the residential areas during the overnight hours.  They expect to have the project complete in the next two nights.  

Mr. Rogers explained that the coordination for the paving of the Glenshaw railroad crossing at Butler Plank Road and Spencer Lane will include a 4-day shutdown of the intersection.  Pennview Street bridge will be shut down starting Friday, August 12 and will be closed for 4 to 8 months.  Mr. Rogers has a scheduled meeting with Penndot tomorrow regarding a continued water issue at resident’s home on Soose Road.  There are documents indicating that the state acquired a right of way on this road.  

Mr. Boyle commented that the residents on Rosebriar Drive appreciate the paving work that was performed by Youngblood early in the paving program as the road was torn up from the replacement of a waterline.  
Mr. Cross inquired if there is a pedestrian detour planned to walk across the creek during the construction of the Pennview Street bridge.  Mr. Sebastian stated that he inquired on the issue and there are no plans for a pedestrian detour.
Mr. Shutter inquired if there was a projected time when the road paving program would be competed.  Mr. Sebastian stated that he expects the paving to be done by the second week in September.  

Mr. McElhone inquired on the long detour being used for Pennview Street.  Mr. Rogers stated that they chose Elfinwild Road as the detour even though they could have used Glenn Avenue which is a County road or Glenshaw Avenue which is a State road.  
New Business:
Possible hiring of Police Officer


The next item of business was the possible approval to hire a Police Officer.  The Chairman introduced Mr. John Benty, Civil Service Commission Chairman to present the top three candidates from the Civil Service Eligibility List.  

Mr. Benty stated that the Shaler Township Civil Service Commission conducted civil service written and oral examinations for Police Officers and on June 24, 2015, the Commission created an eligibility list. Candidates # 2, 3, 5 & 6 declined and withdrew from this list.  Candidate # 4 failed the polygraph and did not appeal to the Civil Service Commission.  The top three candidates are:

1. Dennis R. Gapsky, III
2. Adam Greco
3. Keith A. King
Mr. Cross moved, seconded by Mr. Boyle that Shaler Township makes a conditional offer of employment to Mr. Dennis Gapsky to be hired as a Shaler Township Police Officer and to be placed on the payroll at the discretion of the Township Manager, subject to and contingent upon the following conditions:

1.  That he successfully complete all prescribed courses at the Allegheny County 

      Police Academy;

2.  That he be eligible and remains eligible to be a licensed police officer under Act 

      120;

3. That he successfully passes all prescribed physical and psychological medical 

      examinations;

4.  That he establishes and maintains as a condition of his employment, residency in 

      the Township of Shaler;

5.  That he successfully completes a probationary period of one year and that he has 
     no expectation of continued employment until he successfully completes the 
     probationary work-test period;

6. That during his employment, he remains qualified under all State and Federal 

     requirements for being a Police Officer;

7.  That he maintains a Pennsylvania Driver’s License as a condition of employment.
Under question, Mr. Shutter requested that Mr. Dennis Gapsky stand to be recognized.  The motion was carried.  Mr. Shutter, on behalf of the Board congratulated and welcomed Mr. Gapsky.  Mr. Shutter announced that Mr. Gapsky is currently working as a police officer in Millvale Borough and his current employer spoke highly of him.  
Possible approval of Site Development for Arnold and Nora Peace, 1509 Mt. Royal Boulevard, Lot and Block 355-P-12 in the Fourth Ward.


The next item of business was the possible approval of a site development for Arnold and Nora Peace. Mr. Rogers requested Mr. Sebastian and Mr. Vita step up to the podium for any questions on the development.  Mr. McElhone inquired what the development entails on the Peace property.  Mr. Sebastian explained that there will be a paved parking area and a 750 square foot building addition to the back of the building.  The stormwater management plan that was submitted for the property went above and beyond the township’s concerns.  The plan complies with the township ordinance and will alleviate water issues by installing a perforated holding tank under the parking area with stone being installed under and around the system.  The system will allow the water to infiltrate into the ground and there will be access for inspections of the stormwater system.  Mr. McElhone moved, seconded by Mrs. Mizgorski to approve the site development for Arnold and Nora Peace, 1509 Mt. Royal Boulevard, Lot and Block 355-P-12 in the Fourth Ward.  The motion was carried.

Possible hiring of part-time Crawford Pool employees


The next item of business was the possible hiring of part-time Crawford Pool Employees.  Mr. Cross moved, seconded by Mrs. Fisher to hire the following part-time Crawford Pool employees: Stephen Adametz, Amanda Brock, Rylee Donovan, Jack Weimann, and Alicea Zelina.  Under question, Mr. Rogers explained that these additional hires are high school students needed to fill positions left vacant by employees returning to college. The motion was carried.

Giant Eagle (Get Go), 1700 Wm. Flinn Highway - Scheduling of Public Hearing for Liquor License Transfer

The next item of business was a request from Giant Eagle (Get Go), 1700 Wm. Flinn Highway to schedule a public hearing for a liquor license transfer.  Mr. Cross moved, seconded by Mr. Boyle to schedule a public hearing for a liquor license transfer for Giant Eagle (Get Go), 1700 Wm. Flinn Highway said hearing to be scheduled on Tuesday, September 13, 2016 at 7:00 p.m.  The motion was carried. 
Receipts and Authorizations:


The next item of business was the receipts and authorizations for the month of June.  Mr. Boyle moved, seconded by Mr. Skelley that the receipts be turned over to the proper officers for deposit. The motion was carried.

Mr. Boyle moved, seconded by Mr. Skelley that warrants be drawn. The motion was carried. A copy of the Receipts and Authorizations are attached to these minutes as an addendum.
Reports of Standing Committees

North Hills Council of Governments


The next item of business was a report on the North Hills Council of Governments.  Mr. Skelley reported that he attended the meeting as Mr. McElhone was on vacation.  The treasurers report and salt contracts were approved.

Mr. McElhone stated that he attended the Touch a Truck fundraiser at the library on Sunday and it was well attended.  He thanked Shaler EMS and the Volunteer Fire Companies for their participation.  

Mr. Rogers also thanked Mrs. Fisher for handling the events in the Township and thanked Mr. Vita, Mrs. Martin, Mrs. Kording, Chief Kelly, Lt. Frank and the Commissioners for their efforts on the employee volunteer picnic.
Mr. Johnson reported that subscription drive is going well and they are just 1% below the budget on receipts from the drive.
