The meeting was called to order at approximately 6:00 P.M. by the Vice Chairman Bill Cross.  The Vice Chairman asked the Secretary to call the roll as follows:

Resolution No. 14-16 Approval to end Heart and Lung Benefits

The first and only item of business was the possible approval of Resolution No. 14-16.  Mr. Rogers explained that Officer Regis Smith was injured in the line of duty on October 27, 2014.  Officer Smith has been on worker’s compensation (Heart and Lung benefits) since that time.  His return to duty is not possible.  Mrs. Kording stated that in working with Mr. Brian Gabriel, from Campbell, Durrant and Beatty, Mr. Gabriel drafted a stipulation agreement between Mr. Smith and the Township.  The agreement has been signed by Mr. Smith and Township Manager, Mr. Rogers.  Resolution No. 14-16 is for the approval to end Mr. Smith’s Heart and Lung benefits.  Mr. Smith has voluntarily agreed to terminate his Heart and Lung benefits which opens the door for the Township to place Mr. Smith on a disability pension.  Mr. Smith is entitled to 75% of his annual salary over his final average salary.  There is no entitlement to a cost of living adjustment (COLA).  Mr. Smith and his wife will receive retiree health care benefits until the age of 65.  Mr. Smith will also receive a settlement from worker’s compensation.  Should anything happen to Mr. Smith, Mrs. Smith would receive half of the pension.
Mr. Boyle inquired if Mr. Smith’s disability pension would have an impact on the fully funded liability of the pension plan.  Mr. Rogers stated that it would have an impact on the pension but part of the actuarial assumption is that you would have any number of officers that collect disability pay.  This is factored in to the overall consideration of the actual pension. 
Mr. Boyle moved, seconded by Mrs. Fisher to approve Resolution No. 14-16 for the approval to end Mr. Smith’s Heart and Lung benefits be approved by roll call vote.

   Mr. Cross also voted yes.

   Mr. McElhone and Mr. Shutter also voted yes.
The motion was carried.
Mrs. Kording stated that tomorrow, August 31 is Mr. Smith’s last day and his pension starts on September 1.


There being no further business the Chairman asked for a motion to adjourn.  
Mr. Boyle moved, seconded by Mrs. Mizgorski that the meeting be adjourned at 6:26 p.m.
